Your Rights to Information

· The Freedom of Information Act 2000 is designed to promote openness and accountability amongst all organisations that receive public money.  

· From January 1st 2005 it obliges opticians practices to respond to requests about the NHS related information that it holds, and it will create a right of access to that information.  These rights are subject to some exemptions that have to be taken into consideration before releasing information.

· In addition to accessing the information identified in the publication scheme, you are entitled to request information about our NHS services under the NHS Openness Code 1995.

· Under the Data Protection Act 1998, you are also entitled to access your clinical records or any other personal information held about you and you can contact us to arrange this.

Peacock and Murphy Opticians provide free NHS eye tests for those who are eligible.  You may also be entitled to vouchers that can be used towards the purchase of glasses or contact lenses if you require them. To find out if you are eligible for assistance please ask us for details.

Appointments for NHS eye tests can be booked over the phone, or by calling into the practice. 

3)
Financial and funding information 

For every full eye examination carried out and associated reports issued on behalf of the NHS, this practice receives a set fee of £20.70. Where the time since the previous examination is less than the NHS minimum frequency period, no fee is received, except in special circumstances.
For every complete set of digital images captured and transmitted for the Dorset Diabetic Eye Screening Programme (together with associated hospital and GP reports and documents) for the purposes of retinopathy screening, this practice receives a set fee of £23.49.
Where the above images are graded for the NHS (and associated hospital and GP reports and documents issued) by an optometrist at this practice, the practice receives a set fee of £5.86.

Where the hospital requires Slit Lamp Biomicroscopy for the Dorset Diabetic Eye Screening Programme, the practice receives a set fee of £11.02 when carried out concurrently, or £22.76 where a separate appointment is required. (The number of Slit Lamp Biomicroscopy screening venues in this area have been reduced by Dorset Diabetic Eye Screening Programme – we now do not receive these payments.)
For every NHS glaucoma-management examination carried out (and associated GP and hospital reports and documents issued etc.), this practice receives a set fee of £25.00.

For every NHS cataract fast-track referral examination carried out (and associated reports and pre-operative examination etc.), this practice receives a set fee of £33.00. (This scheme is currently suspended in this area.)
For every NHS glaucoma referral examination carried out (and associated reports, GP and Hospital documents etc.), this practice receives a set fee of £30.00. . (This scheme is currently suspended in this area.)
For every NHS paediatric (Childrens’ EyeCare / LANSS) referral examination and associated reports and documents issued, this practice receives a set fee of £15.00.

For every DVLA Visual Field examination and associated reports and documents issued, this practice receives a set fee of £41.00 (plus VAT). (This scheme in under review nationally. DVLA consider Verwood does not need a venue.)
We do not receive any fees for any follow up tests, checks, consultations or procedures that do not constitute a full eye examination.

If you are not eligible for the NHS eye test, please contact us for details of our current private charges.
